A reminder to all Parents/Guardians to inform the
General Office of any changes to student contact
details. Its important to keep these details current
and up to date for emergency situations.

Regular school attendance is a prerequisite for improved
participation and educational outcomes for students.
Students with irregular or poor attendance often struggle at
school and the value they can receive from school is often
diminished. At Trafalgar High School we acknowledge that
school attendance is matter that requires families and the
school to work in partnership to achieve success for
students. It is important that communication between the
home and the school is effective to ensure regular
attendance. As winter approaches it can become easier to
allow students to stay home rather than attend. This type of
approach can be counterproductive and seen by the
student as an encouragement to miss school.
An analysis of attendance data at the school over the last 2
years has shown that a number of students take “a day
here and there” and that there is a perception that this type
of absence will be of little consequence. We strongly
encourage parents to resist this approach and consider
absence from school only when it is necessary e.g. medical
grounds.
Some tips for assisting the school and your child in
maintaining effective attendance are:
Keep the school and teachers in the loop if your
child is away e.g. effective notes and
communication to explain absence
Encourage your child to catch up with classroom
teachers when they do miss class so they can
collect work and other important information
Seek to co-ordinate medical, dental or other
schedule appointments around the school day so
as to minimise the impact on school time.
Stay connected to your child’s social network as
they can be helpful in encouraging them to
attend school, particularly during times of
personal difficulty.
Emphasise to your child that part of the function
of school is to prepare young people for the
world of work. Attending school regularly is one
way of becoming “work ready”.

Registrations close on Friday 5 June at 5pm. The testis a
requirement for entry into medicine, dentistry, oral health,
optometry and some pharmacy and physiotherapy courses.
(The Faculty of Health Sciences at La Trobe University has
confirmed that the UMAT will only be a requirement for
NON Year 12 applicants applying for Dentistry and Oral
Health Science in 2010 and NOT current Year 12
applicants (see page 3 of the 2009 Information Booklet).
NOTE: Selection for Monash Uni physiotherapy requires an
interview in addition to the UMAT and ENTER. Further
information about the UMAT is available at this website.
