The 
program helps people of Australian indigenous descent, 
rural or isolated areas, having socio-economic difficulties, a 
disability or long-term medical condition, from non-English 
speaking backgrounds and those with long-term family 
difficulties.  If studying at Monash is limited by financial, 
geographical, cultural or personal hardship you may qualify 
for a scholarship, bursary or alternate entry pathway. For 
info: www.monash.edu/access; applications, later in the 
year, through VTAC (www.vtac.edu.au). The Diploma of 
Tertiary Studies (at Gippsland/Berwick) is a one year 
program alternative for university study. It combines 
elective units from your chosen discipline with core units on 
learning, studying and communications skills. It allows you 
to complete units from your degree of interest including art 
and design, arts, business, education, IT, nursing and 
science. On successful completion you can apply for a 
related Monash course and get credit.

*   TER (Tertiary Entrance Rank) in Western Australia, 
Northern Territory, South Australia and Tasmania 
*   UAI (Universities Admission Index) in New South Wales  
 
During 2009 and 2010, all states and territories (except 
Queensland) will replace these different names with a 
common name, the Australian Tertiary Admission Rank 
(ATAR),. 
In Victoria the term ENTER will be replaced with the term 
ATAR (Australian Tertiary Admission Rank) in 2010. This is 
a name change only. There is no change to the calculation 
and it will have no effect on students’ ranking or the 
selection process. 
The adoption by all states and territories (except 
Queensland) of the name Australian Tertiary Admission 
Rank (ATAR) over the 2009 and 2010 period reinforces 
that the measures of overall achievement of Year 12 
students in these states are the same. 

 
 
 
We have recently had enquiries from parents & guardians 
in regards to The Education Tax Refund system, how it 
works and what items can be claimed. 
Listed below are items that can or can not be claimed as 
directly derived from the website. 
 
What items can I claim? 

Eligible expenses include the cost of buying, establishing, 
repairing and maintaining any of the following items: 

· laptop computers and home computers 

· computer-related equipment such as printers, USB flash 
drives, as well as disability aids to assist in the use of 
computer equipment for students with special needs 

· computer repairs 

· home internet connections 

· computer software for educational use 

· school textbooks and other printed learning material, 
including prescribed textbooks, associated learning materials, 
study guides and stationery, and prescribed trade tools for 
secondary school trade courses. 

 
What items can’t I claim? 

The type of items you can’t  claim include: 

· school fees 

· school uniform expenses 

· student attendance at school-based extra curricular activities 
such as excursions and camps 

· tutoring costs 

· sporting equipment 

· musical instruments 

· school subject levies - for example, payment for consumables 
for particular subjects such as woodwork, art or home 
science 

· building levies 

· library book fees 

· school photos 

· donations 

· tuck shop expenses 

· waiting list fees 

· transport 

· membership fees, and computer games and consoles.
