On Friday 26th June the school will be dismissing students at 2:30pm. Buses have 
been organised for students who usually travel home on the train.

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It’s always been the schools responsibility to support 
students in VCE and future pathways. With the compulsory 
age for student attendance being raised to 16yrs, it is even 
more of a priority to encourage students to remain at school 
and develop a future pathway to success.  
This week the state wide On Track data for Year 12 
students was released. Trafalgar High Schools results were 
at a high standard and compared extremely favourably 
across the whole state, but particularly in our region. With 
64 students completing Year 12 in 2008 , 73% of those 
gained university offers. 
The key data indicator that we look for is in further 
education and employment. Our results also show that only 
2% of our total number of students are looking for work. 
Recognition needs to be given to the managing pathways 
program within our school as well as the staff associated 
with this. The key elements of our approach include the 
Where to Now program in Year 9, The Course Counselling 
selection process in Year 10 & 11 and the continuous and 
ongoing work of our careers teacher Mr. Jan Eriksson and 
MIPS report worker Ms. Beth Carr.   
 
The Dress rehearsal for this years Debutante Ball at Kernot 
Hall last night was a pleasure to watch with all participants 
looking lovely as they worked their way through the 
choreographed dances for the evening.  The Deb 
Committee have put in many hours preparing and this was 
evident last night by the wonderful decorations.
