· Be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink 
pension, allowance or benefit with the meaning 
of the State Concessions Act 2004 or be a 
Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a Foster

Applications for Gap Year will open up again in May 09 
(exact date TBC). Please be aware that the gap year 
program is extremely popular, but positions are limited.  
Submit an application as soon as it opens in May. In 
2008 there were a number of disappointed candidates 
that missed out on a position because they left their 
application until too late. Going on the first two years of 
the Gap Year program, once it gets to term four, it is too 
late for new applicants. With a number of applicants that 
missed out in 08 re applying, we anticipate that the Gap 
Year program could fill before the end of term 3. If you 
are not 100% sure that Gap Year is for you, you are still 
encouraged to put in an application early so you don’t 
miss out. Until the candidate signs the paperwork on 
their enlistment day, they can easily withdraw their 
application.

STUDENT ABSENCES:  
The parent/guardian of any absent student should 
provide a note indicating the dates and reason for the 
absence.  (Absence notes can be found in the back of 
Student Diaries). 
 
SIGNING IN:  (Late Arrivals):  
When a student arrives late to school, they are 
required to sign in at the Office as soon as they 
arrive  to have their attendance recorded and obtain a 
Late Pass to give to their class teacher.  Any late 
students should have a signed note from the parent/
guardian for being late. 
 
SIGNING OUT:  (Early Leavers):  
If a student has to leave the grounds during school 
hours for any reason, they are required to have a 
signed note from their parent/guardian, and have this 
note signed by their Year Level Coordinator BEFORE 
signing out at the Office.  The Office staff will then 
adjust the attendance roll.
