To be eligible for the EMA the claimant must: 

· Be a parent/guardian of a student up to the age of sixteen; 
and 

· Be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, 
allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State 
Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) 
pensioner or be a Foster parent;  and 

· Submit their application to the school by the due date, 
which for the second instalment is Friday, 7th August. 

 

Applicants must be able to show a Concession Card which is valid 
on the first day of Term 3 (13th July, 2009)

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YEAR 10 WORK EXPERIENCE  
10A, 10G & 10V Students are reminded that they need to 
complete their work experience arrangements as soon as possible. 
Places need to be secured and arrangement forms need to be 
completed well before work experience takes place September 14 
to 18th. At least a week before work experience is to begin, 
students will be issued with details of their workplaces, and they 
should make contact with their employer at this time to confirm 
arrangements such as starting times and clothing & footwear 
requirements. Before undertaking work experience, students are 
required to pass two Safe@Work online tests. See Mr. Eriksson or 
Mrs. Carr about your arrangements.
