Are there international study opportunities withuyo
course?

Consider transport issues; is the campus you are
considering accessible from where you live?

Will you need
accommodation?

Check out the environment where you will be studyin
would you be happy studying there for three or fgears?

Consider the facilities offered for your course gamed
with other institutions.

Be aware that if you plan to apply for a courselaing
an interview/folio presentation as part of the &gion
process (eg design courses) you may well be asked w
you found of interest about the course at Open Day.
