A Defence Technical Scholarship (DTS) is an opportunity
for Year 11 and 12 students to pursue an ADF technical
trade career after completing Year 12. The DTS rewards
technically-savvy students for staying on at school and
enrolling in specific subjects.

Year 11 recipients will receive $2000, paid over two
semesters and successful Year 12 students will receive
$3000, paid over two semesters. Although there is no
obligation to join the Navy, Army or Air Force after finishing
school, you will be required to tell the Defence Force why
you are interested in an ADF technical trade career as part
of the selection process.

2009 Applications Closing Date is 27 February 2009
Please note: Applications will not be accepted past close
of business on 27 Feb, all States and Territories

If you are going to be a Year 11 or Year 12 student in
2009, you will be eligible if you are enrolled in a non-
modified mathematics subject when you enter Year 11 or
Year 12 and enrolled in a technical vocational subject or a
syllabus subject / learning area when you enter Year 11 or
Year 12 (see pre-requisite subjects list for your State or
Territory). You will also need to have your application
signed by both parents [or legal guardian(s)], have your
application approved by your school Principal or Head,
demonstrate an interest in pursuing an ADF technical
trades career and sit an aptitude test.
