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The school has recently had an increased incidence of 
head lice.

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VET  Vocational Education & Training Orientation 
If students have not done so already, those intending to study 
VET at a TAFE or other RTO in 2010 must return their 
Orientation Day Permission Form to the office. Orientation Day 
will be held at the training venue on Wednesday 18th November. 
For VET courses held at GippsTafe campuses including 
Warragul, Yallourn and Morwell the day will start at 9.00am and 
finish at 2.30pm. (except for Animal studies at Warragul which is 
expected to finish by lunchtime, t.b.c.)  For VET courses held at 
ECG in Warragul the day will start at 10.00 am and finish at 12.00 
noon.  Students and their families are responsible for arranging 
their own transport to and from the training venue.  Orientation 
Day will provide students with the opportunity to test their VET 
program of choice. After Nov. 18th families will be required to pay 
the balance of the $300 ($50 deposit  + $250 ) annual VET 
training fee to the General Office by December 11th 2009. 
 
RESPONSIBLE SERVICE of ALCOHOL 
On Tues day 17th of November the school will hold an RSA 
Certificate training course for 25 participants. The cost of this is 
$34 per participant. The 3 hour training session will run from 
10.00am to 1.00pm. Primarily we run the course for the benefit of 
Year 12 and older Year 11 students who can use the qualification 
to work in venues where alcohol is served or sold, but in order to 
make up the class of 25 so we can run the course we have taken 
members from the wider school community into the class which is 
delivered by a GippsTafe trainer. Please pay and make enquiries 
at the General office to see if places are available. 
 
TAX FILE NO.s 
As Year 12 students begin their final exams today it is relevant to 
note that in order to enrol in an Australian University CSP 
(Commonwealth Supported Place) students must have their Tax 
File Number. Students form Year 9 and above who have not yet 
applied for a TFN are encouraged to do so before they encounter 
future difficulties. Each year Mr. Eriksson runs a Tax File Number 
presentation and application session with all Year 9 students. If 
you missed this opportunity, or have simply forgotten to submit 
an application, then obtain a TFN form from Mr. Eriksson and 
using your Birth Certificate Number complete it and return it to 
the careers office for processing and forwarding to the Tax Office. 
In 4 to 6 weeks you should receive your Tax File No. in the mail. 
Keep this number in a secure place and do not show or share 
your number with anyone else. 

WORK EXPERIENCE 
All Year 10 students will be given the opportunity to enter a week 
block of Work Experience from May 24th to May 28th 2010. In the 
careers office we have already met with many current Year 9 
students to discuss their plans for work experience in 2010. Its 
important to make these arrangements early so that positive 
arrangements can be made with businesses, and give students 
sufficient time to prepare. 
Students and families please note that it is not legal for schools to 
enter into or operate work experience arrangements over the 
summer holiday period. Schools are officially closed during this 
period of time.  Students and parents should be cautious when 
entering unpaid work trial arrangements where students may not 
protected by insurance. 
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HOW WILL UNIVERSITY BE DIFFERENT FROM SCHOOL? 
A Deakin University publication makes these points: You will 
have a more independent learning experience; lectures (maybe 
hundreds of students), tutorials (up to 30 students) and 
workshops; less frequent feedback (you need to be proactive in 
organising time to speak with teachers); flexible and variable 
programs where subjects require critical analysis; contact hours 
vary from 10-30 hours per week depending on course taken; 
must self-manage time and study (expect to complete equivalent 
amount of contact hours as self-guided study); classmates from 
different demographics (culture, age, socioeconomic).
