If for any reason a student has been absent or is late the following protocols need to 
be followed: 

 

STUDENT ABSENCES:  
The parent/guardian of any absent student should provide a note indicating the dates 
and reason for the absence.  (Absence notes can be found in the back of Student 
Diaries). 

 

SIGNING IN:  (Late Arrivals):  
When a student arrives late to school, they are required to sign in at the Office as 
soon as they arrive to have their attendance recorded and obtain a Late Pass to give 
to their class teacher.  Any late students should have a signed note from th e 
parent/guardian for being late.  

 

SIGNING OUT:  (Early Leavers):  
If a student has to leave the grounds during school hours for any reason, they are 
required to have a signed note from their parent/guardian, and have this note signed 
by their Year Level Coordinator BEFORE signing out at the Office.  The Office staff 
will then adjust the attendance roll. 

 

Letters will be sent home to parents in an endeavour to follow up unexplained 
absences.

If so, you may need to sit the Undergraduate Medicine & 
Health Sciences Admission Test (UMAT). This is used in the 
selection of students for certain Australian degrees; eg 
Selection of students to study medicine at Monash Uni. 
involves a combination of ENTER, UMAT and interview; 
pharmacy and physiotherapy at Monash use the ENTER and 
UMAT. The UMAT test date for 2009 is 29 July; registrations 
open in April. The UMAT Information Booklet will be available 
ONLY on line in late March. In the meantime, the UMAT 2008 
Information Booklet and other information is at http://
umatweb.acer.edu.au. NOTE: Some University of Melbourne 
courses which required the UMAT no longer do so as they are 
post-graduate entry under the ‘Melbourne Model’ (dentistry, 
medicine optometry, physiotherapy). The Bachelor of Oral 
Health still uses the UMAT. Consider applying interstate to 
increase your chances of securing a place in these 
competitive courses.
